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"By 500 BC the empire of Darius extended from the Nile and the Aegean to the Indus and the Jaxartes."
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"The empire was divided in to provinces, called Satrapies, which numbered a maxim of thirty one. Special roads linked their capitals.

Garrisons guarded these high ways, on which both the postal and other travelers equipped with official documents could make use of
the post horse services."
